A rare oil on board self-portrait of
Willie Apap and a St James oil on
canvas bottega of Mattia Preti

private entries.
Foremost in the auction was a

Willie Apap, Emvin Cremona,
Esprit Barthet, Luciano Micallef,
Joseph Bellia, Anton Agius, Deb-
bie Caruana Dingli, Vincent
D’Esposito, Giorgio Pullicino, A
Schranz, Victor Diacono, Victor
Pasmore, Antoine Camilleri, Paul
Carbonaro, Joseph Cassar and
Gabriel Caruana works which
were sold during the auction.
A Willie Apap self-portrait

fetched a record sale of €25,000.
Obelisk clients made the auc-

tion very exciting when the Old

Masters paintingswere being auc-
tioned.
A number of clients, who

included foreign bidders residing
in Malta, remarked that the auc-
tion was in itself “worthy of a
museum exhibition”.
Apart from 17th and 18th cen-
